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GENERAL INFORMATION

The MCAS Cherry Point, Pelican Point RV Park is managed by Recreational Business Operations - Pelican Point / Marine Corps Community Services (MCCS). The area has thirty five
(35) RV lots; each concrete pad has full utility service. The park also includes a staffed office with a small “basic essentials” store, restroom and shower facility, lounge area, and
coin operated laundry facilities. The park is open year round. Thirty (30) day maximum stay during peak season (1 March - 30 August). Reservations may be made up to six (6)
months in advance. The Pelican Point RV Park is located off of Roosevelt Blvd, 4908 Monroe Drive in the Pelican Point Recreation Area.

- Rates include: water, sewer, 30/50 amp electric service, expanded cable.

- Parking: one vehicle per site. Permitted in assigned site only. Vehicles are not permitted

in vacant sites. Overflow parking is located along side of the office.

PARK GUIDELINES

Noise — Patrons are expected to use common courtesy
regarding noise (stereos, TVs, loud partying, noisy vehicles/motorcycles and pets).
Quiet hours are from 10pm to 7:30am daily.

Speed Limit — 5 mph in the RV Park. Watch for children and adults.
No Smoking in Bath House, Lounge or Laundry.

Outdoor Fires/BBQs - Outdoor fires/portable fire pits/fireworks are not
permitted. Charcoal or LP gas grills are authorized if used safely on concrete pads.

Trash - Patron is responsible for disposing of trash at dumpster located on north
end of park. No personal trashcans are permitted at RV site.

Lawn Maintenance - Please do not leave grills, lawn ornaments, etc.
on lawn areas during growing season.

Vehicle/RV Washing - Not permitted.

Outdoor Rugs/Carpets on grass areas — Not permitted.
Clotheslines/Tents/Canopies — Not permitted.

Storage Sheds — Not permitted.
